.   8,060 new jobs in sales, services, construction, etc.

. $249 million in income

. $70 in new state and federal taxes

In addition, historic preservation brings in valuable tourism dollars, 
creating annually:

. 20,077 new jobs in heritage tourism.

. $325 million in income

. $148 million in new state and federal taxes.

Put simply, an underutilized building or second-floor
space is an economic generator just waiting to happen.

Did you know that if one of your employees
parks outside your store, it’s costing you $202
in sales each day?  And if your employees are
parking in front of your neighbor’s store, you’re
costing them $202 a day.  After a year, down-
town’s lost over $56,640 in sales.  Instead, send
your employees to an off-street garage or lot.
The cost of a permitted space?  A little over a
$1 per day.

Encour age y our em plo y ees t o par k of f s treet.

* Set an example for your employees by
parking in a garage or off-street lot.

* Make it clear that your employees cannot 
park in front of you or your neighbors.

* Purchase parking permits for your full-time 
employees.

* Have part-time employees share a parking 
permit.

* Pay for a percentage of their permits--after a 
certain amount of time, reward them 
with a higher percentage.

* Have them put their quarters into a garage 
meter.

* Add a new section to your employee manual
or building lease requiring off street 
parking.

Help S t op Meter Feeding

According to City Ordinance (Ch. 14, Sec. 14-
419), a person cannot park in a space longer than
the time shown on the meter--even if the meter is
constantly fed.  This benefits shop owners by
encouraging space turnover and by preventing
employees from monopolizing a valuable park-
ing space.
