Because of this, we are now able to turn our attention to
new beautification projects downtown. The Helping
Urban Beautification Committee (H.U.B.) is a coalition of
business people, property owners, merchants, residents
and government officials interested in developing a com -
prehensive and continuing plan for beautifying downtown
Columbia.

To start this beautification process, the members of H.U.B.
have created a vision of downtown as a varied, friendly
and visually appealing area that is easy for both pedestri-
ans and motorists to navigate; is safe and clean; and
reflects a strong sense of place and tradition. H.U.B.’s goal
is to make sure this vision remains a reality.

Preliminary discussions are focused on developing differ -
ent beautification strategies for the different areas of
downtown, including pedestrian areas, major vehicular
thoroughfares and the entrances to the downtown area.

As this process continues, we'll be sure to keep you
informed of our efforts to make downtown Columbia an
even better place to live, work and play.
